Although Simone Biles is small in size, only 142 cm tall, she is
a giant in the world of gymnastics. She was born in the USA,
on March 14, 1997, and first attempted gymnastics on a
school trip at the age of six. She began training with a coach
by the age of eight and has never looked back. In total, she has
won 32 Olympic and World Championship medals.

While Biles” accomplishments in gymnastics are incredible
by themselves, what is even more surprising is how the
athlete spent her early years. As a young child, Biles' mother
realised she could no longer care for Simone and her three
siblings, and she placed them in foster care*. For several
years, Simone and her brother and sisters lived with different
families until her elderly grandfather officially adopted her
and her sister. Her aunt and uncle adopted the other siblings.
It was while living with her grandparents that Simone truly
discovered her interest in gymnastics. She not only enjoyed
doing it, but she was also a natural — hard-working and
determined to win.

By 2011, Simone Biles was in her early teens and was actively
competing in local gymnastics tournaments. The next year,
she made the decision to switch from attending school full
time to homeschooling. This allowed her to increase the
hours she spent training every week from 20 to 32. She was
then invited to join the national team and participated in her
first international competition in Italy in 2013. In 2016, she
made her first Olympic appearance at the summer games in
Rio de Janeiro.

In 2021, Simone Biles made newspaper headlines once again.
This time, however, it was not because of her amazing
athletic performance. During the Olympics in Tokyo, Biles
chose to stop competing in certain events. She told
journalists and officials her decision was based on the fact
she was feeling extremely anxious and under too much stress
and pressure. While many people were shocked she quit in
the middle of Olympic competition, others congratulated
her for making her mental health a priority and publicly
discussing mental health issues.

The most radical change in a persons life generally takes
place when they move from childhood into adolescence.
This is a time when everything is changing: in the body,
obviously, but also in the brain — the seat of the personality. It
could be seen as the beginning of a great adventure, but many
of today’s connected teens paint it black, reporting it as a
time of high stress levels, deep depression and constant
negativity. Has this always been the case, however, or are tech
teenagers uniquely struggling to stay afloat?

It is certainly worth remembering that, no matter which way
you cut it, adolescence will always be a time of uncertainty
and lack of identity. After all, you can expect to grow by
between 12 and 25 ¢cm, depending on whether you are a girl
or a boy. Your face will lengthen and the features will become
stronger. Your body will develop with the aid of hormones
racing around your body, making you feel utterly invincible
one minute and a quivering bowl of jelly the next. Is it any
wonder that a teen struggles with their sense of identity?

So important is this period of time, indeed, that most
societies have some kind of coming-of-age ceremony to mark
it, whether that is the American Sweet Sixteen party or the
facial tattoo ceremonies of Mali. All these rituals try to
impress upon the person, in one way or another, that they are
leaving the safety of childhood and beginning the journey
towards adulthood. They also try to give the adolescent some
tools for dealing with the sudden change, some advice from
older people about telling the difference between genuine
problems and a storm in a teacup. There might be some kind
of endurance test to show them their ability to deal with
adversity, or something as simple as a symbol of their
maturity that is visible to them every day.

It is worth noting that these rituals are most noticeable by
their absence in the modern world. They are often looked
upon as old-fashioned — as perhaps they are. But they have
not been replaced, so that modern adolescents are forced to
find their own rites of passage, often under far riskier
circumstances, and seek their own identity, commonly today
in the far corners of the Internet or the platforms of social

media. While some do undoubtedly find answers to the
eternal question “Who am I? they do so without benefitting
from a parent’s knowledge, a grandparent’s pearls of wisdom
or an older sibling’s guiding hand.

The establishment of a lasting and valuable identity is said by
psychologists to come from two main places. The first is a
sense of belonging, where the adolescent strives to be part of
a particular group, community or society. The second is a
process of becoming, where they ‘try on’ different identities
or personalities to see which fits best. Done with the help of
adults and society, it can be, if not painless, then at least
manageable; travelled alone or with peers as travelling
companions, with as little an idea as to where they are going,
it's going to be a bumpy ride.

Becoming an adolescent has always been a difficult
time, as they go through changes both physically and
